Siacitypas:

The Russian Navy's «Ship #1» is the sym-

bol of the Great Socialist Revolution of
QOctober 1917, took part in three wars. The
Aurora participated in the Russo-Japanese war
in 1904-1905 while operating in the Pacific.
The ship fought against Germany twice, during
World War | and II. Aurora marked the begin-
ning of the Bolshevik revolution on October
24 of 1917 with a blank shot from its
forecastle gun, which was a signal to launch an
assault on the Winter Palace, where an interim
government was residing at the time. During
the Siege of Leningrad, the Aurora’s turret guns
were dismantled so that they could be used
on the frontline. The ship itself was heavily
damaged in battle and became waterlogged.
Yet it was fully repaired and rebuilt immediately
after the war to become an historical naval
museum that has been berthed on St. Pe-
tersburg's Petrogradskaya embankment over
the past 70 years.

SAVIOR ON THE SPILLED BLOOD

The Church of the Savior on Spilled
Blood is among the world’s most
famous landmarks. The church was
erected by a decree of Emperor
Alexander Il on the site where his
father, Emperor Alexander Il, had been
fatally wounded in a terrorist attack
on March 1st 1881. The church is

81 meters high, which corresponds

to the year of Emperor Alexander Il's
death, while the second highest dome
reaches 63 meters, which corresponds
to the Emperor’s age at the time he
was assassinated. The renovation
started in 1972 and lasted around

25 years. The joke had it, that the
moment the scaffolding around the
church was disassembled the Soviet
Union would collapse. It was disassem-
bled exactly in 1991.

The Chaliapin Memorial Apartment
opened in 1975 is the first state
museum of the great artist in Russia.

In this house he spent his last years
from 1914 till 1922 before leaving
abroad. Nowadays, the museum's
collection contains artist’s personal be-
longings and photos, the posters and
costumes to Chaliapin's performances.

The museum also stores collection

of weapons, which Maxim Gorky
presented to Chaliapin. Of particular
interest is the famous portrait

by B. Kustodiev (1921). Chaliapin
was fond of that work and took it
with him abroad. His daughters Marfa
and Marina had given the portrait

to the Museum in 1968.

The ground floor of the museum
houses Chaliapin ArtFlat where various
exhibitions, theatre performances and
master classes are held.

Rimsky-Korsakov's apartment is a unique
composer’s museum in St. Petersburg.
Here Rimsky-Korsakov spent last

15 years of his life (1893—1908) and
composed 11 of 15 operas. Memorial
part of the museum consists of four
rooms: a study, a living room and a dining
rooms and anteroom with original

family belongings. The museum not

only recreates the interior of Rimsky-
Korsakov's flat, but also a special
atmosphere of art and creativity felt
there. As before, this apartment hosts
chamber evenings felt there with

the leading soloists of theatres and
philharmonic halls. The exposition of the
exhibition hall is changed twice a year.

a unique memorial apartment of drama
actors in Saint Petersburg. Since 1869
the owner of this three-storied private
mansion has been Vasily Vasilyevich
Samoilov (1813—1887), a famous actor
of Alexandrinsky Theatre, representa-
tive of the second generation of this
actors’ dynasty. During his life the
house was one of the busiest cultural
hubs in Saint Petersburg, where actors,
musicians, artists, writers got together.
In the museum, which was opened

in 1994, the lay-out and interior are
preserved as they used to be when

this apartment belonged to Samoilov.
The exposition reflects the history

of this actors’ family, whose representa-
tives were shining at Saint Petersburg’s
stage for almost one and a half century.

Peter and Paul Fortress, a unique
historical and architectural monument,
as well as a monument of the art

of fortification.

The center of this architectural ensem-
ble, dating from the 18th to the begin-
ning of the 20th century, is the St. Peter
and St. Paul Cathedral (1712 — 1733;
architect D. Trezzini), a chef d'oeuvre
of Early Russian Baroque.

Its steeple, reaching a height

of 122.5 meters, is crowned by a gild-
ed spire and a flying angel, which

one is one of the renowned symbols
of the city. In the cathedral, which
originally served as a burial place for
the House of the Romanovs, rest the
remains of Russian emperors from
Peter the Great to Nicholas II.

The building of the Grand Ducal

Burial Chapel was erected in 1896.
The Burial Chapel is connected to

the Peter and Paul Cathedral with

a gallery, in which the Royal rooms
were created — rooms for rest for
members of the ruling family. Now in
the Royal Room there is an exhibition
of objects — offerings on the royal
graves. 60 concrete crypts for burial
of members of the imperial family were
made under the floor during construc-
tion. The graves are decorated with
tombstones and memorial structures.
During the Great Patriotic War a bomb
shelter was built beneath the building.

of the main tsar’s prison for accused
of political crimes. It was impossible

to escape from the Trubetskoy Bastion
Prison. The cameras show the life of the
prisoners in the period from 1870 to
1917, with the help of models recon-
structed individual episodes of their
lives: enter the arrested to jail, search,
dating room... On the tablets in the
corridor of the Prison presents rules
of conduct, daily routine and diet for
prisoners.

The Saint Isaac’s Cathedral is

the fourth largest doomed cathedral

in the world. Built in the first half of the
19th century, the cathedral became the
embodiment of the spiritual strength

of the Russian Empire, which at the
time was at the peak of its power.
After it had defeated the Napoleon’s
once-mighty Grande Armée, the
Russian Empire became the most
powerful European country for almost
three decades. The quotation placed

in the north portico frieze «The king
shall joy in thy strength, O Lord» can

be considered as the incarnation

of the concept behind the construction
of the cathedral.

Please note!

During the Great Patriotic War the
cathedral was damaged by bombshells
and artillery bombardment. The war
scars can still be seen on its walls and
columns.

METRO

St. Petersburg Metro is the fastest
way to travel around the city.

It won't take you more than one
hour to get from one part of the
city to another.

Metro has five lines and 69 sta-
tions. The St. Petersburg metro
is open daily from 5:30 until 0:20.

Ticket allows you to enter a metro
station and use metro services
until you exit, so no matter how
far you ride — you will always be
paying the same fare.

Zheton (a token with an M-letter
on it) can be purchased at the sta-
tion ticket office (card or cash).

To pay for the journey you can
use MasterCard PayPass or Visa
payWave. To validate payment,
card touch the yellow circle
located to the left of the luggage
turnstile or to the right of the
turnstile at the opposite end

of the line. Now you can pass.
